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Updates

1. Beach Replenishment and Steel Groins

« We spoke with Haddon Antonucci from Congressman Van Drew’s office and
confirmed the recent article in the Sandpaper that replenishment funds are
included in the proposed Army Corps budget for federal FY2023. While the
overall federal budget is not guaranteed to pass in its current form, he believes
the line items in the Army Corps budget are unlikely to change. Approval is
normally expected while the current Congress is in session.

« From a timing standpoint, it depends on Army Corps scheduling but it appears
we are looking at 2023-2024 at the earliest for any replenishment work.

« CAVEAT: We also spoke with Mayor Mancini who feels this may be optimistic;
his concern is that the money may be a fraction of what is required.

« Groins: While there is apparently no indication of any potential environmental
damage to the Refuge in the 3-year research conducted by Stockton, the
Township has been asked for 2 additional years of environmental study for the
possible extension of the existing steel groin. Additional smaller groins are on
hold pending approval of the larger groin extension as its final size impacts
where the other groins would be placed.

« 22-18: Authorizes the issuance of a general bond for $3,500,000 for the
modernization of the water treatment plant in Holgate (note: this will not
increase the footprint of the current facility).

«22-19: Authorizes the issuance of a general bond for $2,850,000 to construct 3
storm water pump stations North Beach, Haven Spray Beach and Brant Beach.
