o Results are based on a single point in time; there have been and
will be changing developments which will affect attitudes
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Background

e Conducted by 9 of 11 LBI taxpayer associations
* Survey fielded from February 16-19, 2023

» Sent by each participating taxpayer association only by email
directly to their members

e 1,545 total responses which yielded 1,343 completed surveys
and qualified association member responses
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Statement Which Introduced the Survey to Respondents

The current Atlantic Shores Offshore Wind (ASOW) plan for a wind energy farm directly
east of LBI calls for 1,000-foot-high windmills beginning from 9.5-13.5 miles off the
entire 18-mile coast of LBl and extending several miles eastward further into the ocean.
Offshore construction is anticipated to begin later this decade although an actual date
has not been set.

Your response to the following questions and statements will help us gain a better
understanding of the attitudes of our members towards the proposed wind farm.

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Executive Summary

* Most respondents are older and have a long relationship with LBI:
o 95% are 50+
o 84% have been coming to LBI for 25+ years

e Attitudes towards the wind farms are negative overall and generally
consistent geographically and demographically across LBI

e For each of the supplied statements about the proposed wind farm,
negative ratings of the project’s impact outweighed positive ratings

* There is a significant number of people who would like to have more
information

Executive Summary

* Individuals report well-above-average knowledge of the proposed
wind farm although this is often not based on having personally
attended presentations or hearings

» Taxpayers associations are the most frequently cited source of
information about the wind farm, followed by traditional media
and SavelBI

 Newer homeowners tend to be more negative, and are more
negative than average versus homes that are rented out, and
homes that have an ocean view

« However, homes with a view of the ocean tend to be no more
negative than the overall sample
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Implications

* Based on the high % of people who have not attended a presentation in
person, it is difficult to tell how much people are forming fact-based
opinions as word-of-mouth and social media may be driving attitudes

* There is an opportunity for the taxpayer associations to do more to
educate their members as more respondents cite them as a source of
information about wind

« Save LBI’s outreach appears to be having an effect on attitudes

e As project owners, Atlantic Shores and the Bureau of Ocean Energy
Management (BOEM) have been less effective in reaching our members
and could be more active

* Since this survey only represents a single point in time, it may be
beneficial to re-check attitudes at some point in the future
